Choose from: Research Report, Technical Report, Review, Insight, Letter. Note, not all article types will contain all sections listed below; please consult the AJEV Guide for Authors for details.

Article Title
Use Title Case, not all caps; limit 120 characters

Author Names(s)
List both first names and last names, include middle initial if desired. 

Author affiliation(s)
With complete addresses; link by superscript numbers (1, 2, 3) to author names above.

Current address
List the present address of authors who no longer work at the affiliation where the work was conducted.

*Corresponding author (email address; link to author listed above by asterisk (*)).

ORCID numbers
List the name and ORCID number, if available, for each author. 

Acknowledgments/Author disclosures
List source(s) of financial or material support. Also include disclosures (e.g., any potential conflict of interest and/or use of artificial intelligence software) if applicable or if required by the funding agency. List/thank names of significant contributors (not authors). 

Short version of title (limit 40 characters)

Abstract (all article types): (limit 250 words; 200 words for short communications) The abstract text should be written in a narrative format for each of the following sections; do not present the information by way of bullet points.
Background and goals. In one or two sentences, provide the rationale for the work conducted.
Methods and key findings. State briefly what was done, how it was done, and the major results. Avoid excessive abbreviations; do not cite references.
Conclusions and significance. In one or two sentences, summarize the major conclusion(s) and implications of the findings.

Key words: Include approximately six key words for indexing.

Introduction (all article types)
In approximately one to two pages (double spaced), include a background review of your study, state the main measurement techniques as applicable, review key pertinent work, cite key references. Conclude with the hypothesis involved and/or purpose of the investigation and how it will address deficiencies in existing enology/viticulture knowledge.

Materials and Methods (Research Reports and Technical Reports)
Provide sufficient detail so the work can be repeated. State/label treatments clearly, and consistently use those labels throughout. Report the experimental design, replication, and statistical data analysis. See especially the sections in the AJEV Guide for Authors on Reporting Information, Reporting Vineyard Trials, Reporting Winemaking, Reporting Sensory Evaluation, and Reporting Ampelographic and Molecular Marker Data. Use short subheadings for clarity. Define all abbreviations and acronyms on first mention.

Results (Research Reports and Technical Reports)
Present results concisely, referring to figures and tables as needed (do not include the same information in both figures and tables). If specific results are given in tables/figures, then do not repeat those in the text (e.g., measurements, significance values). Use the text to explain and draw the reader’s attention to the presented data. 

Discussion (Research Reports and Technical Reports)
Critically interpret the results in relation to previous literature, propose explanations for the results observed, indicate what new information is contributed, discuss possible applications and limitations. Avoid speculation unsupported by data. In short articles, Results and Discussion can be combined.

Conclusion (Research Reports, Reviews, Insights, and Technical Reports)
Briefly specify conclusions concerning the original hypothesis and the information given in the article. Do not simply summarize, do not introduce new topics, and do not include literature citations.

Data Availability (all article types)
Include a data availability statement by choosing from one of the following selections:
· The data underlying this study are available on request from the corresponding author.
· All data underlying this study are included in the article and its supplemental information.
· Some data underlying this study cannot be shared publicly. However, the remaining data are available on request from the corresponding author.
· The data underlying this study were deposited into [repository or database name] under [reference or accession number] at [URL link or DOI, as appropriate].

References (all article types)
List all references cited in the text. See the AJEV Guide for Authors for correct literature formatting, and see published AJEV articles for examples. Check all literature citation information for accuracy against original publications. List the DOI number for each reference, if available. DOIs should appear in plain text using the following format “DOI: 10.5344/ajev.2021.21001”. DOIs should be hyperlinked.

Figure Captions
List descriptive captions for all figures. Figure captions must describe the contents of each illustration so that it is understandable when considered apart from the text and from any other figures or tables present in the manuscript.

Tables
Place each table on a separate page, number each one (1, 2, 3, etc.), and include a descriptive heading at the top of each one. Table headings must describe the contents of each table so that it is understandable when considered apart from the text and from any other figures or tables present in the manuscript. Construct tables using table formatting—do not embed tables as images from other programs. Identify footnotes with lowercase superscript letters, from a to z. Letters intended to represent significance (e.g., 3.28 a) must appear as a lowercase letter (i.e., not superscript).

Figures (graphs, charts, line drawings, photographs)
See the AJEV Guide for Authors and Formatting Figure Files for sizing and format. Place each figure on a separate page, number each one (1, 2, 3, etc.), and include a descriptive caption for each figure. 

Supplemental Data
